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7 Major Moves of the Old Testament

• 4000 Years of History
• Need to ask:
 Why was the move made?
 What were the circumstances surrounding it?
 How does it fit into God’s overall plan?

• Much of the Old Testament is a record of 
God's relationship with Israel (the Jews)
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• Ur
• Persian Gulf

• Fertile Crescent
• Mediterranean

• Babylon
• Haran

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Eden to Somewhere to Ur

• Adam and Eve sinned
• Driven out of the garden - prepared for them
• Migrated southward as they multiplied
• Flood – 8 people left
• Ark on Mt. Ararat
• Migrated southward again, yet farther

Gen 3:23, 24 / 10:8-12, 19, 30 / 11:2-9, 26-28
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Ur to Haran

• God appears to Abraham
• The Promise – mighty nation / bless all the nations
• Faith Journey – Get out of your country! 

I will show you
• This move was part of the command
• Abraham did not go all the way into the “promised 

land” immediately
• Stayed in Haran until father, Terah, died

Gen 11:31, 32
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Haran to Israel

• God renewed the commission
• Abraham was on the move again
• God began to grow the “nation”
• 25 years since promise – Isaac born

Gen 12:1-9
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Israel to Egypt

• Began when Joseph was sold by his brothers
• An act of God with long range consequences
• Joseph was blessed – Pharaoh’s dream interpreted
• 7 years of plenty / 7 years of drought
• Storehouses were opened – Joseph’s family came
• Forgiveness & the “God Filter”
• Joseph had entire family brought to Egypt
• 400 Years were spent in Egypt

Gen 37:1-36 / 41:14 - 47:12
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Egypt to Israel

• For a time Joseph’s family was treated royally
• There arose a Pharaoh who knew not Joseph
• Drastic changes – Egypt in fear of growing “nation”
• Oppression & Suppression of Israel
• Fervent prayer for deliverance
• God’s answer: Moses
• Signs and Miracles
• 40 years to complete the journey

Ex 1:1 – 14:31 / Ex / Num / Deut / Josh 1:1 – 4:24
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Israel to Babylon

• 1000 years after the return to Israel
• Nebuchadnezzar
• Remained in exile 70 years

2 Kngs 24:1 – 25:21 / 2 Chron 36:5-21
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Babylon to Israel

• Before Judah taken captive, prophets warned them 
to repent & return to God or be taken captive

• Prophets also told after 70 years restoration
• As 70 yrs neared end, Babylon overthrown by 

Persians
• Cyrus, king of Persians, released Israel
• Returned to Jerusalem “right on time”

2 Chron 36:22-23 / Ezra 1:1 – 2:70
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Walk Through The Bible

• “Tunnel of the Funnel”
• Sept/Oct timeframe all relationships were in 

serious distress
• Started feeling…
• Email to Cere 
• Meeting w Cere 
• The List – the day Father spoke 
• Fri/Sat Solitude Time
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Walk Through The Bible

• Finally realized: 
 It’s not enough to know the Word and teach the 

Word, it must become infused with who we are 
to influence how we think which influences how 
we act
 I really have nothing good in me – apart from 

Him; I am really messed up
 I was living like the fig tree that Jesus cursed –

leaves on the outside, but no fruit upon closer 
examination
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Walk Through The Bible

• When we interact with the Word, we are 
interacting w/ Him

• This is not the only way, it’s what I did to 
pursue, diligently seek/make Him my quest

• Things to bring: Bible, Computer (PC Study 
Bible/Biblesoft), topical Scripture books, 
study Bibles, iPod Worship Music & The 
Word on mp3, journal
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How To Use A Strong’s Concordance

• Step 1 Open up your concordance. It is made 
up of three sections:
1. Main Concordance
2. Hebrew and Aramaic Dictionary - Old Testament
3. Greek Dictionary - New Testament

• Step 2 Select a word from your bible.
• Step 3 Look that word up in the main 

concordance.  You will find all the biblical 
references of that word in the bible.
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How To Use A Strong’s Concordance

• Step 4 Select a biblical reference and read 
the number to the right of the reference.  
Each context line has three segments: The 
text of the Scripture in which the reference 
word appears; the reference to the book, 
chapter and verse where it may be found; 
and a reference number to the Hebrew and 
Greek dictionaries at the back of the 
concordance. This is the number you need 
for the dictionaries.
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How To Use A Strong’s Concordance

• Step 5 If the reference is: from the OT go to 
the Hebrew dictionary; is in Italic it’s from 
the NT go to the Greek dictionary; there’s no 
number, the word may have been supplied 
by the translators.

• Step 6 Look up the number and you will get:
1. the original Hebrew or Greek word
2. an explanation of that word 
3. other words the original Hebrew or Greek word 

has been translated into.

• Step 7 Lastly enjoy your bible studies.  
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How To Use A Vine’s Exp Dictionary

• Many English words may not accurately 
describe meaning the author intended

• Explains KJV meaning of original with the 
added dimension of context of original

• Not really keyed to the KJV; it is keyed to 
the English Version - KJV meaning in 
parenthesis (AV)

• There are Three Main Sections:
1. OT Section
2. NT Section
3. Topical Index  
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Resentment

• Dictionary Definition:
 A feeling of deep & bitter anger & ill will; the experience 

of a negative emotion felt as a result of a real or 
imagined wrong – result from a grievance, insult or slight; 
bitterness; anger

 3404

• Dictionary Definition:
 The act of judging to be unfit for use; a pronouncement 

of guilt; strong expression of disapproval, doom, 
remorse; the keen pain or anguish resulting from a sense 
of guilt; painful memory of wrong doing

• Bible Definition:
 Results from not accepting or believing that we have 

been forgiven for mistakes & sins, even though 
confessed; feeling of responsibility for offense, failure, 
mistakes, etc

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Idolatry

• Dictionary Definition:
 Blind or excessive devotion to something

• Bible Definition:
 8655/2712/1495; Whoring

• Dictionary Definition:
 What you meditate, consider, ponder, wonder, imagine, 

entertain – internally, habitually

• Bible Definition:
 Can be used for good or evil; it’s the battlefield –

beginning of good deeds or sin
 Is a Process: thought => high thing => imagination => 

stronghold/fortress
